and their blood continues
to bear witness to the pow-
er of Christ’s Resurrec-
tion. It is their martyrdom
which marks the Church of
Rome as the first among all
the Churches, and makes
its bishop the successor to
St Peter as Pope.

It is good to be reminded
of the importance of these
two apostles and to try to
imitate their faith, their
courage, their fidelity to
Jesus and their ingenuity in
finding new ways of deliv-
ering the message with
which they were entrust-
ed. They show us the way
of renewal in the Church

today.
